Dear Chief Administrator,

I am writing with regard to the Lasallian Social Justice Institute (LSJI) for the summer of 2010.  This summer two sites are being offered for LSJI, a Lasallian formation program which centers on the Gospel call to peace and justice and our Lasallian invitation to “association for the educational service of the young, especially the poor.” 
LSJI El Paso will be held from Wednesday, July 7 through Wednesday, July 14, 2010 in El Paso, Texas with trips to Columbus, New Mexico, and Palomas, Mexico. LSJI El Paso focuses on the theme of “Global Economic Justice”, and includes several days of encounters on both sides of the border, followed by theological and sociological presentations. Participants are housed at El Convento Retreat Center in El Paso for the entire time.
As you know, LSJI El Paso did not take place last summer due to the small number of registrants. Please note that the safety of participants is of utmost importance. There will be no visits to Juarez, Mexico. Rather, the border crossing will be made from Columbus, New Mexico into Palomas, Mexico, a very poor town whose major “industry” is handicrafts. Valid passports are needed for the border crossing.
I am happy to announce that Lasallians from Cathedral High School in El Paso will be assisting participants during their stay in El Paso.

The number of participants for LSJI El Paso is limited to 30.  Kristen Ostendorf (Midwest), Brother Larry Schatz (Midwest), and West Cosgrove (on-site in El Paso) compose the LSJI El Paso team which coordinates this program.

LSJI San Francisco will be held from Saturday, August 7 through Friday, August 13, 2010 in San Francisco and Moraga, California.  LSJI San Francisco focuses on the theme of “Homelessness and Human Dignity.” Participants will spend two and a half days in San Francisco and have first-hand encounters with the homeless and their advocates. On Tuesday, August 10, participants will move to the campus of Saint Mary’s College in Moraga for theological and sociological presentations.

The number of participants for LSJI San Francisco is limited to 20. Tom Keefe (DENA), Lois Harr (DENA), and Brother Tom Lackey (Christian Brothers Conference) compose the LSJI San Francisco team which coordinates this program.

Also attached are a set of registration procedures for chief administrators and District contacts. Please print out copies of the flyer and give them to prospective participants in LSJI. Please have participants submit the on-line application to Christian Brothers Conference by Thursday, April 15, 2010.
The LSJI flyers provide complete overviews of the programs and the procedure form has important information on dates, deadlines and registration process. I ask you to consider inviting any Lasallian who might be interested in this formation opportunity. All who are engaged in Lasallian ministries are welcome to participate in the LSJI, but the program may be especially valuable to those in campus ministry, service learning, or social action:  those who teach in a related field at the high school or university level; and those who may deal directly with students and families from similar populations. Individuals who have participated in the Lasallian Leadership Institute or the Buttimer Institute are very welcome in the LSJI. 
The tuition for the Lasallian Social Justice Institute is $1,050.00 per participant.   The due date for payment to Christian Brothers conference is April 15, 2010. Please make checks payable to Christian Brothers Conference.
